
Mt. Lebanon Ice Center Rink Guidelines 
 

The Mount Lebanon Ice Center has reopened under strict guidelines to protect the health and 
safety of our patrons and staff. It will not be skating as usual. Please pay careful attention to the 
new rules of the Ice Center. 
 

Arrival instructions 
 
Skaters will arrive dressed (except for skates) and ready to skate, and no earlier than 15 
minutes prior to their rental time. Masks must be worn in the lobby and restrooms. Skaters must 
leave the ice immediately at the end of their session and exit the lobby within 15 minutes. Front 
doors will remain locked until 15 minutes prior to the next rental. Rentals will be spaced to allow 
for cleaning and disinfecting of the lobby, restrooms, and common areas. 
 

Younger Children 
 

A parent may accompany a child age 10 or younger into the facility to assist with tying his or 
her skates. Parents must wait outside of the facility until their ice session is over. 
 

Traffic Patterns 
 

All players or skaters will enter and exit the ice through the home team bench gates. At the end 
of the rental or activity, skaters will exit through the home team bench and proceed to the lobby. 
Skaters have 15 minutes to remove their skates and exit the building. 
 

Mask Requirements 
 

Employees, coaches, and patrons will be required to wear masks in and around the ice 
center building. On ice skaters do not have to wear masks however coaches and officials are 
required to wear masks on ice. 
 

Practice physical distancing 
 

Physical distancing among patrons and employees will be enforced at all times.  Please stay 6 
feet apart from others. No handshakes and no high fives. 
 

Restrictions 
 

Only coaches and skaters will be permitted beyond the lobby. 
 

 



 
No shared equipment 

 
Do not share sticks and other equipment. Skate rental and sharpening are not available.  Do not 
linger at the facility. Please leave as soon as your session has ended. 
 

Elimination of touchpoints 
 

The doors to the lobby and restrooms will remain open and should not be touched 
by anyone except for staff when opening and closing the facility. Lobby benches will be spaced 
and disinfected between rentals. Permanent fixtures, tables, and vending machines are closed. 
 

Maintain cleanliness 
 
We will clean and disinfect high touch areas routinely in accordance with guidelines issued 
by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC).  
 

Signage 
 
Appropriate signage will be in place to direct patrons and inform them of the proper procedures, 
as well as to remind them of distancing, masking, and other requirements. 
 

Restrooms 
 
Lobby restrooms will be provided for emergency use and will be sanitized regularly. All other 
restrooms and locker rooms will remain closed. Restroom stalls will be spaced and marked 
accordingly. 
 

Sanitization 
 
In addition to cleaning and sanitizing the facilities, a hand sanitizing station and sanitizing wipes 
will be provided. 
 

Non-essential visitors are prohibited 
 
To help prevent crowding, all non-essential visitors to the ice center are prohibited.  Bring a 
refillable water bottle. Vending machines and drinking fountains are closed. Team water 
coolers for sharing through disposable cups are not allowed. 
 

Concession stand 
 
The concession area will remain closed until further notice. 
 



Departure instructions 
 
Please leave the ice as soon as your rental time has ended and exit the lobby 
within 15 minutes of leaving the ice. Make sure your mask is in place before leaving the ice 
area. 
 
In general, protect yourself and others. Don’t come to the ice center if you feel sick or are 
otherwise at risk. Bring hand sanitizer with you and use it often. Practice good hygiene by 
covering coughs or sneezes with a sleeve or elbow.
